Saint Finbar

Finbar was born around 550 in 
Connaught, Ireland. Although there 
were bishops and monasteries in sixth 
century Ireland, the country was still 
mostly pagan. Finbar was taught by 
monks. He became a preacher, 
traveling about southern Ireland to 
spread the Gospel, and he built  
churches. Then, he went off by himself 
to be a hermit, but left this way of life 
after some time. The monastery that

he later established was instrumental in spreading 
the Faith in the south. St. Finbar was appointed the 
first bishop of the new city of Cork. He died in 623.
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
