Saint Benjamin
Benjamin was an elderly deacon in 
Persia during the reign of King 
Isdegerd. Bishop Abdas, in his zeal, 
burned the Persians’ pagan Temple of 
Fire in 420. The king angrily ordered 
the bishop to rebuild it, or all the 
churches would be destroyed. Bishop 
Abdas refused. As the churches came

down, a forty-year persecution started. Isdegerd 
died, but his son continued on with the arrest and 
torture of Christians. Among them was Benjamin. 
He was set free when an ambassador agreed he 
would not talk about religion in the king’s court.  
Benjamin ignored their deal and continued to 
preach. He was subjected to severe torture and 
died during it in about 424. 
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
