Saint Therese of Lisieux

St. Therese of Lisieux 
was a young Carmelite 
nun, called her the 
“Little Flower”, 
devoted her life to 
loving God. As a 
permanent novice, she 
would never be able to 
perform great deeds. 
Instead, she performed 
small daily sacrifices, 
her “little way”, as a 
way of trusting in 

Jesus to make her holy. This example gave 
inspiration to thousands of people who were 
trying to find holiness in their ordinary lives. 
After becoming gravely ill, she died at the 
age of 24. St. Therese of Lisieux was 
canonized a saint in 1925. Because of her 
special love of the missions, and the prayers 
and letters she gave in support of 
missionaries, St. Therese is one of the patron 
saints of the missions.
