Troops of the Turkish 
Ottoman Empire had 
invaded, bringing a large 
portion of Christians 
under a version of Islamic 
law. For a hundred years 
the Turks continued to 
expand their empire. In 
1571, an alliance called 
the Holy League, sailed its 

fleet to confront the Turks off the coast of 
Greece. Crew members on more than 200 
ships prayed the Rosary in preparation for 
battle. As did Christians throughout Europe, 
encouraged by Pope St. Pius V to invoke the 
Virgin Mary against the Turks. The Holy 
League claimed victory when almost all of the 
300 Turkish ships were captured or sunk.

The feast of Our Lady of the Rosary is 
celebrated October 7th. This feast day takes 
place to honor the naval victory against the 
Turkish invasion. Pope St. Pius V attributed 
the victory to the intercession of the Blessed 
Virgin Mary, who was invoked on the day of 
battle through a campaign to pray the Rosary 
throughout Europe.
